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At its November 9" meeting the City Commission voted unanimously to build an Art Deco-style Publix near
downtown Lake Worth. The project site is located between 2™ Avenue North and 3™ Avenue North, between

to provide access the store entrance on North J Street .As currently planned, this $12M project includes the
construction of a 29,000 square foot store along Dixie Highway and the creation of up approximately ninety

full and part-time positions. Publix plans to begin building the $9 million grocery store next year and expects

to open in early 2011.

The development makes use of a large underutilized property and will help spur redevelopment not only in
the CRA district but throughout the entire city. By directing commercial uses to the primary commercial
corridor, areas such as the downtown and Dixie Highway are able to develop the critical mass necessary to
support new and strengthen existing businesses.

An economic impact analysis revealed that the project will create over one hundred new jobs during the construction phase. Once operational,
the impacts (both direct and indirect) from the presence and operations of the corporation will result in over $12M of economic activity per year.

The project will provide a boost to the local economy, creating employment opportunities and increasing the tax base, thereby generating
additional revenue for other future redevelopment projects within the District.
